	(A) Administrative Control: controls people’s actions - training, safe practice, monitoring, and warning signs
	
	(3) Ergonomic: strain, repetitive, design or conditions are prone to human error
	(7) Mechanical: vibration, component failure, exposure/guarding
	(11) Visibility: Lack of lighting or vision obstruction

	
	(P) PPE: equipment worn by employees to prevent injury, used as a last resort after other controls have been done.
	
	(4) Excavation: collapse, poor foundation
	(8) Noise: exposure to 85 dBA over 8 hrs
	(12) Weather: hot, cold, extreme conditions, and/or weather related events
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
